As an ASL leader you need to undertake the following tasks and responsibilities to gain the most out of your participation in the ASL program. 

Attendance

· Attend information meetings, training programs, and social/team activities as required.

· Attend and conduct ASL activities at a school or community facility for a specified period of time.

Program operation

· Liaise with supervisors about the equipment required for your sessions.

· Check the emergency/illness procedure at the venue.

· Take direction and feedback from supervisors during sessions.

· Observe wet weather arrangements.

· Inform the leader supervisor if you are sick or unable to attend a session for any reason.

· Wear the ASL uniform provided to you for all program activities (if one exists).

· Prepare the required number of coaching sessions for your group from the “Modified Sport Resource Manual: Lesson Plans for Sport Leaders”.


Commitment

 Be reliable and punctual.

 Always observe the guidelines of the program, particularly as they relate to the safety of the participants.

 Maintain the focus of your activity sessions on fun, maximum participation and skill development.

 Ask if you need help with any aspect of the program, but particularly discipline and safety.

 Support the other ASL leaders at your school.
